Any bar area may be used to serve restaurant customers only, before, during or after their meals. The restaurant must not be used for any other purposes, including any within Class A3 of the Town and Country Planning (Use Classes) order 1987 and amended April 2005 (or any equivalent class in any order that may replace it). The CGCA also requests no openable windows, as the nearby residents will not tolerate this.

Objection 
The CGCA objects to this application, as we have objected to recent applications for tables and chairs. This is already an overcrowded corner and the blinds will encourage smokers and other patrons to stand on the pavement, which is too narrow in the area. Evidence has shown that patrons queue on the pavement to get into the club, forcing pedestrians onto a major road at the St. Martin’s Circus junction.
The CGCA also objects to the lighting units, which will contribute to already heavy light pollution. Also, the noise already affects local residents.
If the Council are minded to grant permission, there should be no vertical drinking on the pavement, and the hours should be restricted after 00:00, so there should be a condition requiring the awnings are retracted and lights turned off after this time.
